CONDITIONS:
1. Requirements: If the request does not comply with the requisites indicated in Article 12, the interested applicant will have to, in a period of five days from the notification, solve the mistake, indicating that, if he/she does not solve the issue, they will desist from their request. 
2. Competence: In the case that the required Administrative organ is not competent to take care of the information request or does not have the required documentation, it will immediately submit a request to the authority aware of it according to its judicial ordinance, as long as possible to individualize it, informing this to the applicant. If it is impossible to individualize the competent organ or if the requested information belongs to several organisms, the required organ will communicate such circumstances to the applicant (Article 13).
3. Period: The authority will have to respond to the request, either by providing the requested information or denying it, in a maximum period of 20 (twenty) work days, from the reception of the request that complies with the requirements of article 12. This period may be postponed exceptionally 10 (ten) more work days, if there are circumstances that make it hard to gather the requested information, case in which the required organ will have to communicate to the applicant before the ending of the period for postponing it and its reasons (Article 14). 
4. Third party rights.- When the application for access concerns documents or records containing information that may affect the rights of third parties, the authority shall, within two working days from the receipt of the application that meets the requirements, it shall notify the person or persons referred to or affect the information, they are aware that they have the right to oppose the disclosure of the requested documents, including a copy of the respective requirement. Third parties that are affected will be able to enforce their right to oppose within three work days from the notification date. The opposition must be in writing and shall state the reason required. Inferred opposition preventing the executing authority shall provide the documentation or information requested, unless told otherwise by the decision of the Council made under the procedure established by act 20,285. Failure inferred opposition means that the affected third party accesses the publication of that information.
5. Information submittal: The requested information shall be provided in the way and mean that the applicant has indicated in this form, and he/she will be informed about the costs of the proceedings, as well as the economic and gratuitous options, manners and available means.
6. Action: If the period referred to in Article 14 for the delivery of the required documents is due, or if the request is denied, or the case has not satisfied his right of access to information, the applicant is entitled to appeal to the Council Transparency, to ask for an appeal. Claims to this shall be done within fifteen days from the notification of denied Access to the information or from the expiration period foreseen in article 14 for providing information.
